J2EE Web Programmer
The NYC Department of Health and Mental Hygiene (DOHMH) Primary Care Information Project (PCIP) is devoted to improving population health in underserved neighborhoods through health information technology. PCIP was awarded funding to become the Regional Extension Center in New York City – the NYC Regional Electronic Adoption Center for Health (NYC REACH). In collaboration with The Fund for Public Health in New York (FPHNY), a not for profit corporation serving as program partner with DOHMH to implement and advance public health initiatives, PCIP is actively searching for a J2EE Web Programmer to provide software programming and support for NYC REACH related activities.

The J2EE Web Programmer will be an integral team member of a HIMSS Davies Award winning development team. The HIMSS Davies Award recognizes organizations that have made significant achievements in the use of electronic health records (http://www.himss.org/davies). The PCIP development team is responsible to develop new healthcare IT solutions at the intersection of public health, population management, and clinical care. The J2EE Web Programmer will have the opportunity to work with multiple electronic health record (EHR) and health information exchange (HIE) vendor partners throughout the New York City marketplace in the implementation of new products to manage healthcare in the emerging areas of accountable care organizations (ACOs), Health Homes, insurance reform, and meaningful use. The Programmer will develop and maintain new and existing software projects related to syndromic surveillance, population health monitoring, reportable disease investigation, health information exchange, clinical quality measurement, and pay-for-performance initiatives. All projects must be maintained according to industry software best practices.
Primary Responsibilities:
· Updating/maintaining all EHR test environments used by PCIP staff for testing, training, query development, and other NYC REACH related work.

· Establishing and maintaining new interfaces between PCIP EHR test environments and public health/regional health information organizations (RHIOs) interfaces such as Citywide Immunization Registry (CIR) for the purposes of QA testing, training, and other NYC REACH related work.
· Developing, testing, and deploying new software and database queries related to public health, quality, and meaningful use measures through vendor distributed query architectures.
· Developing and maintain proper software development/maintenance processes, software code repositories and documentation for key internal software projects.

· At least 3 years JAVA/JSP/Servlets/JavaBeans development and Apache Tomcat environment experience

· At least 3 years, development experience with MySQL and/or MS SQL Server systems
· At least 3 years, experience using/maintaining software development platforms and servers

· Must have excellent software documentation skills
· Bachelor's in IT related field such as Computer Science/Information Systems or 5 years work experience as code developer

· JavaScript experience particularly around GUI development libraries a plus
· Healthcare IT experience and SQL Server Reporting Services experience a plus
