The soaring cost of health care — resulting in part from financing
policies that fail to promote health and prevent disease — is among
the most pressing policy challenges of the day. NYC is playing its
part by shifting resources to prevention while advocating for more
state and federal spending on prevention along with greater
accountability for how health care dollars are spent. The City’s
Take Care New York initiative reflects this dual emphasis on
preventive health and accountability, providing the framework for
annual assessment of progress in 10 priority health areas in accord
with set indicators and goals.

To inform decision making and to strengthen preventive programs
and services, the City is also increasing the amount and quality

of information available. Through surveys, disease registries, and
introduction of Electronic Health Records into primary care, the
City’s providers, consumers, and policy makers have more access
to reliable data than ever before. The City has also refused to shy
away from decisive regulatory action such as its Smoke Free Air
Act and ban on use of artificial trans fat in restaurants. These
actions reinforce NYC'’s reputation as a leading promoter of health
and supporter of disease prevention as well as its reputation as a
trendsetter among state and local health departments nationwide.
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Reliable and timely data are critical to advancing
policy and program goals. A grant through
FPHNY supported a series of reports examining
health trends and providing data needed to inform
both programs and policies. “Health Disparities in
New York City” outlined racial and income-based
disparities that have commanded the attention of
policy makers. “Women at Risk” revealed a linger-
ing gender gap in health care access and outcomes
in NYC. “The Health of Immigrants in New York
City” revealed health disparities based on country
of origin. “Health Care Access Among Adults in
New York City” documented the importance of
health insurance and a regular medical provider.

Key to ensuring that data are accurate and relevant
are efforts to train a workforce with the skills needed
to analyze and present information in a usable
manner. Private funds are supporting an “Epi
Scholars” program that aims to build a public
health workforce capable of expert and nuanced
examination of data, focusing specifically on health
disparities, their root causes, and policy implications.
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New programs and policies can engender concern
or controversy unless information is shared, input is
solicited, and bridges are built between government
and the communities it serves. Through FPHNY,
private funds are supporting community outreach
and the solicitation of input related to a new home
visitation program for high-risk mothers. Private
grant funds are similarly supporting efforts to involve
and educate stakeholders about proposals to
mainstream voluntary HIV counseling and testing
within health care service delivery.

To address concerns about its use of regulatory
authority, the Department supports efforts

to facilitate compliance and minimize hardship
resulting from new requirements. Grant funds
through FPHNY are providing technical assistance
for restaurants and bakeries to help them develop
alternative recipes and cooking techniques that
comply with NYC'’s ban on artificial trans fat
while preserving the taste and shelf life of foods.



Shaping the Public Health Agenda

1 Qver 100,000 New Yorkers are living with HIV,
but thousands don’t know they are infected.
Grant funding is supporting efforts to promote
voluntary HIV testing in primary care settings.

3 Among individuals with mental health problems,
42% have at least one co-occurring chronic physical
illness. Grant funds supported a conference
encouraging the integration of chronic disease
management and mental health treatment.
